ROAD TRAFFIC

The Committee noted the signing of an 

REGULATIONS ACT 1985

Order entitled Orry Lane (Peel) (Temporary Prohibition of Through Traffic) Order 2003 which prohibited vehicular traffic from proceeding on Orry Lane, Peel between 19th August 2003 and 19th September 2003.  NOTED


The Town Clerk tabled draft Orders from the Department of Transport regarding the amended Parking Places Order for Marine Parade and Shore Road.  The members had no comment to make on the drafts.



The Town Clerk tabled a further Order reserving a parking place on a section of Westlands, Peel.  NOTED


The Town Clerk referred to a letter from Mr. D McCurrie of 15 Duke Street, Peel regarding the parking sign on the Promenade opposite its junction with Stanley Road which was at variance with the double yellow lines parking restriction.  It was AGREED that the parking sign should be removed and a request be forwarded to the Department of Transport accordingly.
