Peel City Women’s Institute dated 16th November 2003 regarding the Institute’s concerns over the delay in a bus shelter being provided in Derby Road consequent upon the closure of the Peel bus depot.  A further letter from the Isle of Man Retired Members Association, Western Branch, addressed to the Director of Public Health but copied to, amongst others, Peel Town Commissioners was tabled and noted also.  
 



The matter was discussed and it was noted that the bus company was prepared to proceed with the construction of a pavement build-out and erection of a suitable shelter directly opposite the Town Hall entrance. The letter referred to an incorrect radio report on the Tynwald debate of the previous week.  The paper submitted by the Department was an information paper not to be received by the Tynwald Court regarding the first three months of revised charging system.  The decision not to receive the paper had no bearing on the previous decision made by Tynwald to implement revised charges and accordingly under the next phase of that process the commercial charge would be increased to £75 per tonne as from 1st December 2003.
