	Chairman’s welcome

The Chairman welcomed the press to the first meeting of July and wished to record his thanks to the Captain of Peel Golf Club on the occasion of the presentation of the Peel Town Cup. The Chairman also wished to state his honour and privilege at been able to attend Tynwald Day and represent the Town of Peel.

The Minutes of the meeting held on 2nd June 2004 were taken as read and CONFIRMED

The Chairman referred back to Minute 04/042 and indicated that the proprietors of the car sales business had arranged to park the cars at the rear of the premises thereby easing the congestion problem on East Quay. NOTED

Reference was made back to Minute 04/043 and the Town Clerk referred to a letter received from Mr Prescott which indicated that the cost of the initial Jet Wash would be £3,250.00. A further estimated £40,000.00 had been identified to paint the front elevations of the shops and houses in Michael Street and £4,000.00 for incidental repairs e.g. rerendering. The total cost of £47,250.00 could be funded on a fifty fifty basis with the Conservation section of the Department and it was NOTED that some private sponsors had already offered money. Mr Prescott enquired as to the level of financial input the Commissioners would consider. 

At this stage it was suggested by Mr Lightfoot and AGREED that the Jet Washing of the street be progressed with the Commissioners offering the sum of £1,500.00 towards these costs. 

Boilley Spittal

Phase 2

04/084

The Town Clerk updated Members on the current position regarding the planned maintenance scheme to demolish and rebuild part of Boilley Spittal. It was NOTED that the contractor had been forced to cease the demolition works as a result of three sparrows nest in the buildings to be demolished. The Commissioners Architect in charge Miss Horncastle had been in liaison with the Contractor, Quantity Surveyor and Wildlife Officer and the situation would be reappraised at the end of this week. It was NOTED that certain minor works regarding the removal of roof tiles had continued but until the fledglings chicks had left the nest the demolition could not proceed as sparrows were on the wildlife protected list. 

Arising therefrom the Chairman reported that a photograph had been obtained of a grey squirrel in Peel at the weekend. The matter had been reported to the appropriate authorities and it was anticipated that attempts would be made to capture and destroy the squirrel which was regarded as vermin.

Mr Andrea suggested that the car park be “locked up” at night to prevent such disturbances. Members considered the matter and indicated that it was not viable to block off the car park in the way suggested and it was AGREED that a copy of Mr Andrea’s letter be sent to the police for their information.
