	Mrs Birkett referred back to Minute 04/007 and indicated that whilst she was supportive of commercial businesses in Peel she was never the less adamant that the use of the Quay road should not be used for the display and sale of cars from the City Car Showroom. Reference was made to a letter from Mr Cannan, a Director of City Cars, in which he indicated the company was trying to solve the problem by obtaining additional land elsewhere to park their vehicles. 	Michael street/ AtholL place enhancement

	The Town Clerk referred back to a letter from Mr Prescott regarding the enhancement of Michael Street and Atholl Place. Mr Prescott indicated that the Department of Local Government and the Environment held funds for such improvements but it would be more readily available if other sources of finance on a like for like basis was available. Mr Prescott estimated a budget figure of  £35,000.00 to £45,000.00 to enable Michael Street to be spring cleaned this would include cleaning, painting and general improvement works. However, as the Building Control Authority the decision rested with the Commissioners. Mr Mansell recommended at this stage that contact be made with the owner to ascertain what improvement works might be envisaged for this property.
