MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting held on 3rd June 2008 were taken as read and CONFIRMED subject to an amendment to Minute 08/064 where the word “July” was deleted and the word “June” substituted.

Reference was made back to Minute 08/057 and 

SPORTS STADIUM

further discussion ensued over the Members concerns that provision for sport and recreation should be made in other parts of the Island rather than just the East.  




Ms. Hardman indicated the need for better accessibility via public transport to the current National Sports Centre in Douglas.

Reference was made back to Minute 08/062 and it 

SHELTERS

was noted that the order for four shelters had been deferred pending a final decision as to whether the shelters were replaced or refurbished.  In this respect the Town Clerk advised that refurbishment costs were in the region of £3000 to £4000 per shelter.  Ms. Hardman indicated that she favoured refurbishment as the style and aesthetics of the shelters was important in the Conservation Area.  




Discussion ensued over the categorisation of the shelters in terms the current smoking ban.  It was AGREED to contact the Department of Local Government and the Environment to seek assistance as to whether the existing shelters were designed in such a way as to permit smoking or whether smoking would be banned.

The Town Clerk referred back to Minute 08/067 and

advised that after discussion with the Chairman the papers had been forwarded to the Commissioners advocate to commence legal proceedings against Street Heritage Limited as a result of the failure to clear the site on the Ramsey Road.  The Town Clerk advised that a copy of the Abatement Notice had been forwarded to Loades Plc as owner of the land for information purposes.




Mrs. Birkett tabled a letter from Mr. & Mrs. Reed dated 30th June which indicated that despite the terms of the Abatement Notice building waste was still being dumped on a daily basis at the site.  After discussion it was AGREED subject to the Town Clerk obtaining appropriate legal advice, to issue a further Abatement Notice to be served on the owner of the land namely Loades Plc.  




Mr. Gimbert referred to the matter and indicated that as building waste material was being transferred from the East Quay site to the Ramsey Road site whether there was a need for a waste licence.  It was AGREED to ascertain the legality of this situation.

attached to the wall at Peel Breakwater indicating the various wildlife that was visible from this location.  It appeared that it was no longer in situ and it was AGREED that a replacement sign be obtained.

Mr. Gimbert referred back to Minute 08/072 and indicated that he had attended the debriefing organised at Officer level involving the Police and Fire Brigade.  Concern had been voiced over the lack of notice to Commissioners.  The Town Clerk advised that the day had proceeded satisfactorily with only one incident involving one of the stunt riders crashing causing some concern to the Police.  It was noted that no liability fell on the Commissioners with regard to this accident.  

SKATEBOARD

Mr. Jones referred back to Minute 08/077 and

indicated that upon carrying out an inspection of the skateboard park in Ramsey he had ascertained that it had cost in the region of £95,000 to provide.  Mr. Jones had subsequently met with representatives from the Isle of Man Children’s Centre and it had been proposed that the Commissioners would endorse the idea of a new revised skateboard park.  It was AGREED that this item would require further discussion in due course.

Mr. Lace indicated that he had received complaints from certain residents in Douglas Street over the HGV vehicle operated by Shoprite which on occasions had blocked the road whilst making deliveries to the Michael Street store.  It was noted that this matter had been raised and discussed previously.

Arising therefrom he proposed that the Commissioners undertake the compilation of a list of local organisations and groups that could be copied to interested parties in Peel.  The Chairman indicated that Mrs. Lever from the Isle of Man Children’s Centre was already compiling a similar such list and it was AGREED that Mr. Jones liaise with Mrs. Lever accordingly.  It was noted that the Chamber of Trade was also compiling a similar such list and to avoid duplication it was felt that an opportunity now existed to combine resources to ensure that an all encompassing list of local groups charities, organisation and other parties could be prepared for public use.  



Members felt that such a directory could promote all that Peel had to offer and that it would be advantageous to arrange a Peel Day when such groups could have the opportunity to advertise their aims and objectives.  Reference was made to the meeting proposed for September/October when the Commissioners would look to meet with residents on an informal basis and it was felt that a combined meeting would be of benefit.  It was AGREED that consideration be given to fixing an appropriate date accordingly.
