However, Mr Senior had suggested that he would prefer a co-ordinated response from the Commissioners as a whole and after discussion it was AGREED that Mr Lightfoot and Mrs Pugh discuss the matter with Town Clerk to submit a joint response. Mrs Birkett indicated that she would respond to the questionnairre herself and submit it accordingly. 


	Peel carnival day
	04/125
	Consideration was given to a number of applications for Street Traders Licences in respect of Peel Carnival Day scheduled for 15th August 2004. 
The Town Clerk referred to a letter from the proprietor of the Caves East Quay, Peel which complained about the permanent traders being deprived of business as a result of the issue of Street Trading licences to outside operators on specified days such as Carnival Day. The matter was discussed at length and the list of applications for Street Trading Licences was considered in detail. 
It was AGREED that Street Trading Licences be issued to Mr Wingate of King Edward Close, Onchan who wished to set up a charity stall for the McMillan Nurses and The Ramsey Cottage Hospital fund together with Possan Solly of 5 Charles Street, Peel which was also a charitable organisation. Permission was granted to Mr & Mrs Birch of 26 Ballabrooie Way, Douglas who would operate a Dinky Do-nuts mobile catering facility. This was approved on the basis that no other trader within the town sold Do-nuts.
Application from Miss Craine of 35 Westminster Drive, Mrs Faulds of 1 Cronk Drean, Douglas who operated a carvery, Mrs Kelch MCA Mobile catering and Mrs Wrigley proprietors of Tiny’s Coffee and Bistro Onchan Park, Onchan were refused permission to operate under a Street Trading Licence.



	Health and Safety

	The Town Clerk referred to a letter from the Office of the Clerk of Tynwald regarding the establishment of a Tynwald Select Committee on Health and Safety Legislation. The Committee had enquired whether evidence could be submitted in writing with regard to the views on Health and Safety on the Island. 
The Commissioners discussed the matter and the general view that too much legislation under this subject could stifle enterprise. It was felt that common sense should prevail and it was AGREED that no response be made to the request from the Office of the Clerk of Tynwald. 



	Luminaires

	The Town Clerk referred to a copy of a letter from Luminaires regarding the proposed disposal in an environmentally friendly manner of lamps and flourescent tubes. The matter was discussed and it was felt that the number of used lamps and tubes was relatively low within the Commissioners operation and bearing in mind the costs involved to deal with Luminaires Ltd it was AGREED that no decision be made at present and the matter be discussed with the Minster for the Department when he was scheduled to meet with the Commissioners shortly.
