It was AGREED that Mr. Bridson of the Manx Electricity Authority be contacted with a view to inspecting the area in addition to any other areas that might require additional lighting with a view to budget purposes for 2005/06.  


Consideration was given to a letter from Heritage Homes Limited with regard to the building of the new public house at the Ballawattleworth Estate.  Heritage Homes Limited sought to delete the previously agreed street light on the main Poortown Road in the vicinity of the public house and delete the section of footpath linking the Poortown Road to the public house as the company wished to discourage people parking on the main road and using the footpath to access the pub and shops.  The matter was discussed at some length and Mrs. Sweeney expressed concern at the possible lack of light nearer to the proposed nursery.  After discussion it was suggested and AGREED to propose that the light be moved some 50 yards further down the Poortown Road with the agreement of the Commissioners that the linking footpath be deleted.

He remained opposed to grass cutting and flower beds being considered of more importance than playground safety.
