




Budget 2004/2005

The schedule below sets out the Peel Town Commissioners’ budget for 2004/2005.  One year on from the imposition of refuse disposal charges by Central Government, the Commissioners have been able to leave the £88 refuse charge per dwelling unchanged.  The penny rate has been increased from 195 pence to 200 pence and represents a 2.5% increase from the previous year.
