Budget for 2005/2006

The Commissioners have agreed to set the rate for 2005/06 at 210 pence. This is an increase of 5% from last year. In addition the separate refuse charge of £88 per dwelling remains unchanged. This covers the cost of incineration, refuse collection and the Town’s contribution to the Western Civic Amenity Site. Under the budget street lighting will be improved, additional litter and dog bins will be provided. Provision has been made to employ a Town Warden who will be responsible for the supervision of the Commissioners Car Park, abandoned/derelict vehicles, dog control byelaws, litter and tourist information. A new rent software package will be purchased. In conjunction with the refuse contractor a system to weigh commercial refuse will be introduced.
