The Board noted a communication was sent to the Sunset Bowling Club confirming the Commissioners
 wished to continue buying trophies for the Peel Town Cup.

Item 17/112 Consultation on Election Legislation

The Board noted a meeting between Ms Hannan, the Deputy Chairman and the Town Clerk was required prior to submitting the Commissioners’ consultation response by 20 May 2018.

Item 17/113 Any Other Business Operational Items

The Town Clerk reported the address for Mr Lace’s communications had been updated.

The Town Clerk reported a public consultation meeting with the Department of Infrastructure was scheduled to take place in the Town Hall from 1pm on Thursday 3 May 2018 to discuss the new Peel Harbour road bridge. He reported the Department had been notified the wall around the tree on the Ballaquane Road roundabout required attention and the Department had advised him the pedestrian crossings on the Promenade should be completed by 20 April 2018. However, defective concrete and a design change would result in additional works being required to the crossing in front of the pumping station. Mr Davison asked why the defective concrete was laid and the design changed which may have an impact on the Commissioners May bank holiday event. The Town Clerk advised he had received assurances this work would not impact on the Commissioners’ event planned for Peel Promenade on 6 May 2018.

The Town Clerk reported the Commissioners’ weed killing treatment works would commence in May and arrangements had been made for the cleaning of all the gullies in Peel. He reported the street cleaning operative had received his new refuse collection hand cart.

The Town Clerk reported he had made arrangements with the Commissioners’ plumber to determine the feasibility of employing an apprentice and he was working on a proposal to employ an office summer holiday student to assist him in the development of administration, finance and human resource policy work.

Item 9 Planning Decisions
The Town Clerk reported planning consent, subject to the development of a suitable planning agreement, had been given by the Department of Agriculture, Food and Agriculture for planning application PA 17/00992/B the Dandara Homes Limited development of 45 properties off Oak Road. The Town Clerk reported the planning agreement would require the financial contribution towards affordable housing, street lighting and playground provision. He advised it was now appropriate for local residents to request a requisition meeting for this development. 	Item 11 Initial March 2018 Management Accounts  

The Board noted the contents of the finance report dated 18 April 2018 which showed the initial financial position on 31 March 2018. The Town Clerk advised these were preliminary figures and adjustments would be required to them before the final statement of accounts was prepared.

The Town Clerk reported a profit of £117,329.57 in the rate borne account.  This surplus could be attributed to a £28,428 in salary costs, a £34,000 increase in rates income and not delivering three schemes during the financial year valued at £55,000. The Town Clerk report £30,000 of this scheme expenditure was for the new play park which the Board had decided to carry forward at their December 2017 Board meeting. He reported overspends in budgets in works costs, Town Hall costs, vehicle costs, refuse and leisure costs. The Town Clerk reported a reduction in income from recharges and refuse.

	Item 12 Any Other Business

Mr Jones requested a letter should be sent to the community spirited residents by the Commissioners to thank them for assisting the Police on Albany Road.

Mr Jones reported the annual general meeting of the Municipal Association was in May and the guest speaker was from the Groudle Railway.

Mr Davison reported the stop sign at the top of Station Hill had been turned to face the building. Ms Hannan reported vehicles not stopping at stop lines was an issue at Station Hill, Atholl Place and both Albany Road junctions.

Mr Davison reported the WIFI at the campsite had not been working for a number of weeks and the Commissioners should consider charging for this service. The Town Clerk advised this matter should be reviewed by the Events, Commercial Innovation and Works Lead Member Committee.

Ms Hannan asked when traffic orders would come into operaton on Market Place and Douglas Street. A 15 minute waiting period was requested for the loading bay opposite the Post Office in Douglas Street.

Ms Hannan reported the bench at Mount Morrison was in a damaged condition.

Ms Hannan reported a number of overgrown hedges around the Town including the Commissioners’ gardens behind the Police Station and at the corner of Queens Drive. The fence behind the Commissioners’ properties in Boilley Spittall was in a dilapidated condition.

Ms Hannan requested the installation of a bin outside the Wildlife Trust Shop.
