	Item 11 Initial March 2019 Management Accounts  

The Board noted the contents of the initial March 2019 Management Accounts which showed the initial financial position on 31 March 2018. The Town Clerk advised these were preliminary figures and adjustments would be required to them before the final statement of accounts was prepared.

The Town Clerk reported a small surplus in the rate borne account.  This surplus could be attributed to a small increase in rates income and not delivering a number of schemes during the financial year. The Town Clerk report the Headland Wall expenditure was included within these figures and there was no requirement to fund this project from the Commissioners’ reserves. He reported most income and expenditure was within the budgets set by the Commissioners prior to the start of the financial year although overspends were recorded in works and leisure costs.
