	Item 10 2021/22 Statement of Accounts

The Town Clerk advised the Commissioners’ Accountant had reviewed the last quarter of the 2022/23 year’s financial reports. A number of journals were required to ensure the transaction were in the correct financial year which would be done during the preparation of the statement of accounts. The Town Clerk reported at this time the Commissioners will make a surplus on their rate revenue account which will be moved into the Commissioners’ reserve. This is attributable to the completion of payment on two loans; additional rate income from new houses in Peel; additional income at the campsite and two staff vacancies within the last quarter of the year. The Town Clerk reported the housing account was likely to show a small overspend which would be funded from the Commissioners’ housing reserve account.

	Item 11 Any Other Business
Ms Kelly reported the Commissioners’ Coronation event would take place in the Headland’s Field on 6 May at 2pm concluding with the tree planting agreed by the Board.

The Chair requested the planting of a commemorative memorial tree for Mrs Kennaugh near Peveril Road. This proposal was seconded by Mr Harmer and the Board unanimously agreed
Mr Crompton asked if the Commissioners would consider purchasing their own marquee which could be used for Commissioners’ events and rented by the kiosk during the winter.

Ms Heaton proposed the Town Clerk should write to the Department of Infrastructure to express the Commissioners’ concerns relating to the condition of Weatherglass Corner and ongoing works in this area when a closure order had been granted to the Commissioners for their family event on 30 April 2023. This proposal was seconded by Ms Kelly and the Board unanimously agreed.

Ms Heaton reported the family event did not include any activities for teenage children and the Events and Commercial Innovation Lead Member Committee would evaluate bringing forward an event later this year for this age group such as a silent disco.  
The Town Clerk reported he had received a request from a business seeking to relocate to Peel for the provision of parking for 20 members of staff in the Douglas Street car park. Ms Heaton stated car parking could be rented from the Cathedral which would serve this office business use in the Town centre.

The Town Clerk reported agenda Item 3 allowed the Board to review the delegated responsibilities held by each Lead Member Committee. The Chair proposed the Leece Museum should be delegated to the Events and Commercial Innovation Lead Member Committee instead of the Property and Asset Management Lead Member Committee. This proposal was seconded by Ms Heaton and the Board unanimously agreed. The Chair asked the Board to review their delegations and report any proposals back to the Board.

The Chair reported Board members must comply with the rules of debate in the Standing Orders going forward. The Chair thanked Ms Heaton for carrying out the Chair duties in the 2022/23 municipal year.
